The following items need to be included:

· Title Page (4pts):  (This will be the title page for the final field study project.) It should include:  

1.  Title

2.  Your name 

3.  Period

4.  Parent’s name, day time and evening phone numbers and their signature
· Objective (3pts):  Clearly state you objective for the entire field study project.

· Site Description:  

1. Observation descriptions (6 pts)- Visit your site during at least three times over the course of a day (morning, noon, and evening).  Take careful observations of the following:
· Sun patterns (sun vs. shade)

· Animal sightings
· Smells, sounds and anything else
2. Prediction (5 pts)- Predict what changes you think you will see in the next eight weeks.  Pick at least three things that may change and give reasons for each change. Be specific about your predictions.  What type of observations and measurements will you need to collect over the next eight weeks to keep track of these changes?

· Site Overview

1. Map (10 pts)- A neat, clear, to scale, drawing of the area with a key of all the major plants and geographic points. (Use 8 ½ by 11” paper)

2. Original Photos (7 pts)- You should have about 5 pictures that give a good overview of your area and include interesting areas in your site. They must be clear and pasted on a piece of 8 ½ x 11” piece of paper with captions below each picture.

· Site Data 

(15 pts)- Take the first data collections. It should include biotic and abiotic data:


Biotic Data would include: 

· Height or percent coverage of plants (list different types)

· Number of animals (list different types and numbers for each)

· Number of insects (list different types and numbers for each)

· Percentage of leaves (if applicable)

Abiotic Data would include:

· Depth of water (if applicable)

· Average Day and Evening Temperatures

· Average Rainfall

· Length of day on Wednesday
